Technical Rider

SET UP/STRIKE TIME:

Moscow Nights/Golden Gates will arrive: 2 HOURS prior to start of performance. Set up time: 60
minutes  Strike time: 60min For Arriving time (216)214-0828 cell

PROGRAM LENGTH.

Concerts: vary from 1 to 2 hours (see terms of specific contract)

PERFORMANCE SPACE:

A clean stage or performance area for the musicians, singers and dancers. The bigger the better.
If you have dancing floor it would be better. Otherwise will use what is available.

SOUND:

1) 3 Vocal Mics wide range (performers will sing while moving) — Center front of the stage
2) 2 wireless vocal mics (for solos) on the side of the stage

3) 2 Direct Boxes for with 2 1/4" inch wires to feed from Moscow Nights on stage mixer to main mixing
board* (Right and left for Stereo) We will premix the music and all instruments. Back left of the stage

4) 1 electrical feed on the stage.
5) 2 monitors — in the front of the state

*To improve the show and create the effect of traditional Russian music, dance, and song, Moscow
Nights/Golden Gates will use some pre-recorded accompaniment with different instruments that will go in
synch with live playing. In the concert we use combinations of bass: from Bayan Bass, Balalaika Bass and pre-
recorded arrangements, procession instruments and (Orchestra prerecorded for the dancing).

House Sound Technician will control over all general volume of these accompaniments and vocals for the
singers.

Moscow Nights will have an extra monitor in the front center that will play back from Moscow Night’s mixer
and will be controlled by Moscow Nights.



LIGHTING:

General good lighting is sufficient.

Gobo specials: Need three 36 Degree or three 50 Degree Source Four Instruments. Two for Star gobos, one for
“Golden Gates with Moscow Nights” title gobo (size B gobo holder).

Cyclorama Lighting: Need floor mounted Strip/Border lights as well as top mounted strip/border lights to do a
blue color wash on the cyc. Primary Blue would be the color of choice

OTHER:

3 Armless flat chairs
Small table for extras approximately 2’ x 3’ — Please keep it small

AUTOGRAPHS:
